City Council
April 6, 2015

Regular meeting of the Center City Council was called to order by Mayor Sandy Olin at the Betty Hagel Memorial Civic Center at 7:00 pm.  Present were council members Eric Casson, JD Hanson, Dallas Morast and Auditor Becky Dollinger. 

Casson moved to dispense with the reading of the minutes and approve as presented.  Morast seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting, motion carried.

Morast moved to approve the treasurers’ report as presented.  Seconded by Hanson, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Bills on hand were presented for payment.  Hanson moved to approve and pay bills, seconded by Casson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  Bills to be paid are BHG 203.81, Becky Dollinger 96.60, C-Ram 134.99, Corner Express 176.75, Dakota Dust Tex 61.55, Dave’s Sales 21.20, Larry Metzger 65.00, MGA 225.00, ND Public Health Lab 32.00, Oliver County 2628.61, One Call 2.20, QBS 284.38, Rud Propane 218.00, Runnings 114.62, SBM 64.81, Southwest Water 4581.05, Terrie Nehring 48.30, Waste Management 4140.92, WRT 281.09.

Sheriff department was not present.  

Easements for water and sewer lines were reviewed on Lot E & C Brockington Addition.  Morast moved to approve the easement agreement with a 30’ easement.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Portfolio reports were next.  Morast reported he will have Quality Asphalt here on Thursday to go over problem spots.  Hanson and Casson had no report.

Mark Johnson with Ulteig Engineering presented the Master Professional Services Agreement and the general engineering contract for the City of Center to continue services for one year.   Mayor Olin will give it to the attorney to review.

Work order no R15.00404 for on call services was reviewed.  The City staff will take care of this.

Work order R15.00020-Improvement Boundaries for $5100.00 was discussed.  The City will take care of item numbers 4 and 6 for publishing the notice and the website.  Hanson moved to approve this work order seconded by Morast, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

John Mahoney needs to draft a Resolution to create an Improvement District.

Work Order No R15.00106 – Assessment Percentages was discussed.  Hanson moved to approve the work order for $5400.00, seconded by Morast.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Morast moved to approve the testing and inspection of sewer lines with Olin to sign the A-1 sewer and drain contract when it comes with the corrections, based upon rates that were provided.   Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Morast moved to approve work order R15.00107 – TV Sewers for $9100.00.  Motion seconded by Hanson, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Work order R15.00405 – Testing and Inspection of water pressure, street survey and storm sewers.  Morast moved to approve the work order for $6100.00.  Motion seconded by Hanson, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

The remainder of the time line for the improvement district was reviewed.  Ulteig asked to maintain order at the standards committee meetings.

Home Rule was discussed.  It will go up for a public vote on June 9th.  A public meeting will be held May 12, 2015 at 6:30 pm.  Olin will ask the Home Rule Committee to chair the public meeting as Mark with Ulteig stated it would cost us $11,000 to chair it.

Our next regular meeting will be May 11, 2015 at 7:00 pm.

New business began with an estimate from Energy Tech Systems for $28,250 to upgrade the existing office air handler and new controls in the original civic center building.  Mark Johnson will check on having this included in the improvement district.

JDA requested budgeted funds.  Morast moved to approve the $400 budgeted funds, seconded by Casson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Illegal dumping in the City and Park dumpsters was discussed.  Cameras will be set up and $500 fines issued as this is a theft of services.

Morast moved to approve the Pheasants Forever Raffle Permit.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

RV park rent was discussed.  Rates will increase to $400.00 per month was the motion made by Morast.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Dollinger asked the Council for summer hours.  Council is in agreement of the hours. Hours from when school ends until after Labor Day will be Monday-Wednesday 8 am – 5 pm, Thursday 8 am – 4 pm and Friday 8 am – noon with office being closed from noon - 1 pm for lunch.

Morast would like explanation of why the City Attorney has not been present at our meetings for three months in a row.

Meeting adjourned at 9:10 pm.
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
