March 12, 2015

Regular meeting of the Center City Council was called to order by Mayor Sandy Olin at 7:00 pm at the Betty Hagel Memorial Civic Center.  Present were Council members Eric Casson, JD Hanson, Dallas Morast and Auditor Becky Dollinger.

Morast moved to approve the minutes from previous meeting.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Hanson moved to approve the treasurers’ report as presented.  Casson sconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Bills on hand were presented for payment.  Hanson moved to approve and pay bills, seconded by Morast, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried. Dave Hilliard with the Sheriff’s department was present.  He presented the call log for February.  Junk vehicles were discussed and will be worked on and towed after the ten days.  

Jordan Reinke was present to discuss the lots he would like to purchase.  Morast moved to sell Lots E & C to Jordan Reinke for $500 subject to easement paper work from Mahoney.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Dave Berger was present to discuss Old Settler’s Days.  He asked for the City to have the Highway closed as per in the past and for us to help with garbage and bench set-up.  Parade will start in Hazel Miner addition as in the past.  Street dance is still being discussed for possible move to Park or Fairgrounds.

Carmen Reed, Oliver County Emergency Manager, presented the quarterly report and gave an update of what she has been working on.

Janet Erhardt made a request for civic center use a couple of hours every other Saturday for Bountiful Basket distribution.  Morast moved to approve the use, seconded by Hanson.  Roll call voting, Casson-nay, Hanson-aye, Morast-aye, motion carried.

Portfolios were next on the agenda.  Casson will look at well in the park for possible watering of the park.  Hanson had none.  Morast is getting ahold of Quality Asphalt for some street repair work.  He also looked at 3rd street by the daycare for possible solutions.  Crushed asphalt looks to be a solution but will look into it further.  Golf fees have increased and a new water pump was discussed.  Golf board is looking into it but may need to take out a loan.  Morast tabled until he can get more pump cost numbers.

Sheriff department contract was discussed.  Hanson stated the county agreed to the 4% increase.  Hanson moved to pay January through March contract to Sheriff Department with the 4% increase from 2014.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Mark Johnson, Ulteig Engineering, was present to discuss the steps involved with setting up the Improvement District.  Morast moved to endorse the project and set-up boundaries.  Hanson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  Dollinger will get a list of property owners together.  If they have city water service, they will be included in the improvement district.

Morast moved to see about having the Home Rule vote in connection with the School Board on June 9th.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Next meeting will be April 6, 2015.  Tax equalization meeting will be at 6:00 pm at the civic center with regular meeting to be at 7:00 pm.

Kickin’ Cancer ride and drive raffle permit was presented.  Hanson moved to approve pending attorney approval.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Morast moved to approve the Oliver County Tractor Club raffle pending attorney approval.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Dollinger is working on an estimate from Energy Tech on the civic center heating system.

Morast moved and Casson seconded to approve a 20 year lease for ambulance building pending attorney review.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried. 

 Morast moved to start pay at $10.00 per hour for repairing streets.  Hanson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Spring clean-up will be April 25th.  We will have curbside Saturday morning and dumpsters at the shop.  More details to come.

Tarring City streets was discussed.  Maybe the county could help us with this.
