June 11, 2015

Regular meeting of the Center City Council was called to order by Mayor Sandy Olin at 7:05 pm at the Betty Hagel Memorial Civic Center.  Present were Council members Eric Casson, JD Hanson, Dallas Morast, Keith Erhardt, and Auditor Terrie Nehring.  

Casson moved to approve the minutes from previous meeting.  Erhardt seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Morast moved to approve the treasurers’ report as presented.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Bills on hand were presented for payment.  Casson moved to approve and pay bills, seconded by Morast, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried. Erhardt brought up some questions about housing authority selling property and questions regarding who signs.  Morast called Quality Asphalt last week and they are behind because of rain.  Asphalting the RV Park was also discussed.

Casson motioned to approve the requested Davenport variance by the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning board.   Variance discussion.  Hanson seconded, roll call vote, all voting aye, motion passed.

Street closure discussion for Kicking Cancer.  Hanson motioned to approve street closure pending the street is clean by the following morning at 8 a.m.  Seconded by Erhardt, roll call vote, all voting aye, motion passed.  

Casson motioned to pay $25 per hour to Becky Dollinger for training. Hanson seconded, roll call vote, all voting aye, motion passed.

Discussion about auditor position.  Casson made motion to hire Terrie Nehring for the City Auditor position.  Hanson seconded, roll call vote, all voting aye, motion passed.  General discussion about replacing Terrie Nehrings current position was discussed.  

City owned lots were discussed, it was decided they need to be surveyed.  

Certificate for ambulance was discussed.  

Walt Olsen arrived to meeting.  General discussion.  He was told he cannot be running a business out of his home due to residential zoning.
