Present were council members Eric Casson, Dallas Morast, Keith Erhardt, Auditor Becky Dollinger and Attorney Ann Mahoney.  Numerous guests were present for the Improvement District.
Bid opening began with a bid from Ole Sletten for the Emergency Contractor.  Morast moved accept the bid from Sletten, seconded by Casson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.
Casson moved to approve the minutes from April 6, 2015 and the tax equalization meeting.  Morast seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.
Erhardt moved to approve the treasurers’ report, seconded by Casson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.
Erhardt moved to approve and pay bills on hand.  Morast seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried. James with the Sheriff’s Department was present with a Sheriff Report and activity log.  Eight citations for junk vehicles have been issued.   
James Byerly, plant manager WRT, was present to give the Council information about the fiber optic replacement in 2016 to the City of Center.  When maps are designed they will bring back to Council for approval.

The easement for property including Lot E & C Brockingtons addition was discussed.  Erhardt moved to rescind the easement from last month.  Motion seconded by Casson, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  Jordan Reinke will purchase these lots.

Danica Krein with Lonewolf Saloon was present to ask for a beer garden Friday and Saturday nights of Old Settler’s.  She will have the street dance Saturday night and a band indoor Friday night.  Morast moved to approve the beer garden for Lonewolf Saloon June 12 & 13, 2015.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.
Dale Barth asked about building permits to add a bowling alley or café.  He can stop in office for details on building permits.

Wolfie’s had a written request to have a beer garden June 12 & 13th.  Morast moved to approve the beer garden for both nights.  Erhardt seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Old Business began with Morast reporting about the estimate from Quality Asphalt.  Morast moved to approve the $59,625 street work from Quality Asphalt.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  Morast will contact Darin with Quality.

Mark Johnson with Ulteig Engineering answered questions regarding the Home Improvement District.  His calculations are about $1.67 per foot per $100,000 of improvements.  Out of town residents with no  City services will be excluded.

Resolution 2015-1 Improvement District was moved by Morast and seconded by Casson to approve.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  Manholes will be identified and Ole Sletten will be available Monday, May 18 to uncover anything problem areas.

Master Service Agreement was discussed.  Ann Mahoney will review.

Civic center heating was discussed.  No action taken.

AFW site request for Lonewolf was approved by Morast.  Erhardt seconded the motion, roll call voting, Casson – abstain, Morast –aye, Erhardt-aye, motion carried.

AFW site request for Square Butte Diner was approved by Morast.  Seconded by Erhardt, roll call voting, Casson – abstain, Erhardt –aye, Morast-aye, motion carried.

Community Club site authorization for Wolfie’s Place LLC was approved by Erhardt and seconded by Casson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried. 

Lot 1-2 Block 2 Bergers 3rd addition was discussed.  Half of both lots are owned.  Dollinger to check on price sold to previous buyer.

A report of cows on land next to Center was discussed.  Sheriff department will talk to the owners.

Custer Health will be checked with on their status of the property located along Highway 25.

Morast moved to approve a $8000 loan contingent on the Golf Board decision.  Casson seconded the motion.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Mayor Olin moved to appoint Dennis Ristvedt to replace Mark Montgomery on the planning and zoning board.  Morast moved to approve the appointment and Casson seconded the motion.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Casson reported that Ole Sletten and Brent Isaak are working on the well at the Park to provide water to the park.

Erhardt moved to approve the golden age raffle permit.  Casson seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Morast moved to approve the St. Martin’s Altar Society raffle permit, seconded by Casson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Erhardt moved to approve the Center Park Board raffle permit.  Seconded by Casson, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Other business includes the Home Rule meeting May 12th at 6:30 pm.  Election will be held June 9th at Center-Stanton School.  Highway 48 through Center will not be re-surfaced by the state this year.  Health Insurance increase to the City per month will be $450.10 for the three policies.  Carmen Reed filled out a grant for a new generator to make the civic center a storm shelter.

Master Service Agreement with Ulteig Engineers was approved by Attorney, Ann Mahoney.  Morast moved to approve and accept.  Erhardt seconded the motion, roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Next meeting will be June 11, 2015 at 7:00 pm.

Meeting adjourned at 9:00 pm.
