October 13th, 2015

Center City Council was called to order by Dallas Morast at 7:00 pm at the Betty Hagel Memorial Civic Center.  Present were Council members J.D. Hanson, Keith Erhardt, Auditor Terrie Nehring, and City Clerk Amanda Morrow.  

Minutes from previous meeting were moved to be approved by Erhardt, seconded by Hanson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

Treasurer report was looked at budget to actual what is remaining for the year.  Hanson moved to approve the treasurers report, seconded by Erhardt.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.

Motion to approve bills by Hanson, seconded by Erhardt.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

Personal Appearances
Sheriff’s Department had nothing new to report.  

Mel Heilman was present to go over an issue of hay being cut on his property by city hay land renter, Kenny Brandt.  He would like the bales back.  General discussion followed.  Hanson motioned that Kenny Brandt would pay the city for the bales at the negotiated rate of $23.00 per ton and the city would reimburse Heilman at $35 per bale for 4 bales and Ole Sletten for 5 ½ bales, Erhardt seconded.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

Rosemary Schmidt was present to ask for the budgeted funds for the fairboard.  Hanson motioned to pay the budgeted funds to the fair board, seconded by Erhardt.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

Portfolios
Erhardt discussed having the garbage contract put up on bids.  General discussion.  Erhardt motioned the city should put the garbage up on bids, Hanson seconded.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  
Erhardt also contacted Todd Weisbeck in respect to the HVAC system being updated.  
Hanson- nothing to report.  

HVAC project was discussed about being put up on bids, AJ from Ulteig engineer stated he would recommend hiring someone to look at it and see what is all wrong with it so have something to go on to get bids.  Nehring will look into a mechanical engineer to go through the system.  
Housing authority property rezoning flood cert was discussed as how far Ulteig was on this LOMR-F project.  AJ stated property has been surveyed but paperwork has yet to be started.  No timeframe was given on the completion of this project.  

City lot surveying was discussed as well.  AJ was not familiar with this situation and would meet with office staff to go over this in the future.  

Special assessment district will not be continuing forward at this time.  The city can not assess anyone without a project, so at this time nothing will be done until further notice.  

Sivesind vehicle case was brought up.  Sivesind was present at the meeting as well as Officer Towe.  General discussion regarding the towed vehicle followed.  Hanson motioned the City pay the towing fee and the car be released from impound to Sivesind, seconded by Erhardt.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

Home rule ordinance was touched upon and informed the council it was sent in to the state and it will be in effect as of January 1, 2016.  

New Business
Ulteig representative AJ Tuck was present to talk about Ulteig and what the next steps are going to be.  AJ stated some changes that will be made with Ulteig.  Council asked AJ to provide the city with a capital improvement plan at no cost to the city.  

Sakakawea Magazine Ad would like to see it updated from last year’s as not happy with the look of it.  Erhardt motioned to run the ad with changes approved by Nehring, seconded by Hanson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

Mahoney drafted for a first reading a new fire ordinance.  General discussion followed.  Erhardt motioned to accept the first reading of the ordinance, seconded by Hanson.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

AE2S bid was looked at as Nehring feels she needs to look at getting another bid so we can go back to them and maybe get a lower price.  Council advised Nehring to look into getting a lower bid for the services.  

Work study program through the school was discussed as getting a high school student to come in and help with office duties throughout the day.  Hanson moved to approve getting a work study student throughout the year, seconded by Erhardt.  Roll call voting, all voting aye, motion carried.  

A checklist of things needing to be done when renting the Civic Center was brought up.  Council asked Nehring to type up a checklist for council to look over and approve at next meeting.  

Boy Scouts asked about using the east meeting room for no charge.  Council advised to look at previous minutes to find out what the determination was in regards to who gets to use the building at no charge or for a lowered rate.
